#2017 RULES FOR ENTRY***

e Only work by students in grades K — 12 is eligible for this show. Vermont public,
private, and home school groups are all encouraged to participate.

e Number of pieces to be displayed by each school:
= Home school students — 1 piece per student
Under 100 students — 8 pieces maximum
Under 250 students — 12 pieces maximum
Under 500 students — 16 pieces maximum
Over 500 students — 20 pieces maximum
**Schools with more than one art teacher having students participating must
adhere to the total number allowed for their school’s total population.
e Exhibition Fee of $40.00 per school or $5.00 fee per participating Home School
Student is due at drop off.

No more than one piece per student. (This includes group projects.)

A group or class may submit a group piece. We appreciate advance notice.

Work must be original.

Work may be in any medium. All 2-D work must be ready to hang. All 2D work must
be submitted with a hanging device. Please be advised that the use of tape
may not hold and if submitted as the hanging device, and pieces fall off walls the

Chaffee is not responsible for damage to artwork. Framing is not required, but items
should look as professional as possible.

e Please label each piece with artist's name, age/grade, school, title, medium, and
price if it is for sale. A 2” X 3” card makes an attractive presentation.

e Each school MUST provide an inventory sheet of all submitted art works. This
should contain the name, title, and medium of piece.

e We often receive requests to purchase student work. Please discuss with your
students the possibility of selling.



e Permission forms are included in your packet to be copied and signed by each
participating student. One must accompany each piece of student work as we must
have a release on file to consider using their piece for the media or in Chaffee
promotional materials, and if they decide to make their artwork available for sale.

form to info@chaffeeartcenter.org no later than Wednesday, March 1%, by 5pm.
